
Cellars
Beneath the Téstradhem lie three grey water 

lines, a sewer line, the main Téstradhem stores 
and an ancient amphitheatre chamber.

Ancient Amphitheatre
This chamber dates from the before the 

Vúldenar period; it is at least 1,000 years old and 
was carved from solid rock (although there is 
earth not too far beneath the floor.

It is presumed to have been an amphitheatre, 
but there is no clear indication of the chamber’s 
purpose apart from its shape. It might have been 
civic or religious.

There is a rubble filled corridor leading north, 
most likely to other subterranean ruins in the 
area, but the corridor has never been excavated. 
The chamber is now at least half filled by tree 
roots.

There are three grey water lines and one sewer 
shown on the plan.

 The sewer/drain maintenance storeroom 
facility was occasionally used as a gaol cell, until 
three prisoners died here in two days in 712.

No items of great value are stored in the 
cellar storeroom. Most of the items are food, 
drink, old furnishings, carpets, tapestries, etc. 
Access is by means of a ladder and trapdoor in 
the southwest, but this is inadequate for any but 
the smallest items. At need a pulley system 
attached to the ceiling above. The possibility of 
install ing a staircase has been under 
consideration for nearly a decade.
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Ground Floor (+0 & +1)
The building's most impressive chamber is 

the cloistered ceremonial hall on the ground 
floor; its primary function is that of a banquet and 
ceremonial chamber. Feasts are held here on 
special days. The central fireplace is vented 
through an overhead chimney. The Hall is 
overlooked  by the first floor gallery.

The rest of the ground floor is given to 
storage.

The heavy oak main doors lie west and east. 
Just inside, there are three small guardrooms, a 
latrine and four elaborate staircases to the first 
floor.

The first floor has the official chamber of the 

, but it is small, and the téstrad 
does not like to spend much time here, 
preferring less formal meetings in the gallery or 
on one of the four open balconies.

The city archives are next to, and accessible 
from the téstrad office.

Across the gallery to the south, is the clerks’ 
chamber which has access via a trapdoor to an 
infrequently used attic storage space.

Next to the clerks’ chamber is the official 
headquarters of the  (The City 
Watch). In practice, the watch is stationed in 

 (the Haven House) in Indhólden, and 
this office is used by the  

 (Captain of the City of Chélemby) to 

liaise with the City Téstrad and intercept any 
attempts at political interference.

The gallery is the most notable feature. If the 
king attends a function, he is seated in the gallery 
with his court 'looking down' on the festivities. 
The queen  likes this arrangement, some of the 
tia-nalári do not.
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The Clerks’ Office
has a trapdoor to the 
attic, which is mainly 
used for storage.

The headquarters 

building of the 
Chélemby City Téstrad 
was designed by a 
Tríerzi mason who, while 
he built with stone, tried 
to retain a feel for 
traditional Chéler 
architecture. The result 
is a blend of Chéler & 
Tríerzi styles.

There are about a half 
dozen permanent staff 
members, in addition to 
the three téstrad 
members. The current 
mayor is Taívis 

. His first 
deputy (Harbourmaster) 
is Bjan , and his 
second deputy (the 
Bondmaster) is Ántrin 

. The city 
government handles a 
lot of money, but does 
not usually keep much 
of it at city hall.

The  
is responsible for 

building security.

The building stands 
on the site of the 
Vúldenar Market 
Square, which was also 
the centre of the city in 

461.

There are thought to 
be extensive 
subterranean works 
underneath this part of 
the city. 
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
